The 
conveyance improvements are anticipated to reduce

event. Associated upstream and downstream 
conveyance improvements and creation of a 20 acre 
stormwater treatment pond east of I-95 are a part of 
this multi-phase project. The pond will provide 
treatment of runoff from approximately 2,300 acres 
of older development in the John Rodes Boulevard, 
Sarno Road  and Ellis Road areas prior to discharge to 
the St. Johns River.  This project was quickly 
expedited after the floods from T.S. Fay and the 
construction of the I-95 culverts began in July 2009, 
with the remaining improvements to follow 
throughout FY09-10.  Funding has been made 
possible by increasing a FEMA HMGP (Hazard 
Mitigation Grant Program) grant to cover 75% of the 
total project costs and a local match was made 
available  by an indefinite delay of other stormwater 
improvement projects in District 5.
